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Yukon Business Incentive Tax Credit
This personal tax credit reduces Yukon
income tax for eligible investors who
invest in eligible cooperatives or
corporations with qualified investments.
The tax credit permits eligible investors to
claim 25 per cent of their investment in an
eligible Yukon organization as a credit
against their individual tax return.
Investors are permitted to claim a credit
to a maximum of $25,000 per year.
